A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO INCREASE THE
HOURLY WAGE RATES IN THE EXISTING COLLECTIVE BARGAINING
AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF OAKWOOD CHAPTER OF THE OHIO
COUNCIL 8, DAYTON PUBLIC SERVICE UNION, LOCAL 101, AMERICAN
FEDERATION OF STATE, COUNTY AND MUNICIPAL EMPLOYEES (AFL-
CIO) FOR THE 2016 CALENDAR YEAR.

WHEREAS, in February, 2014, the city and DPSU, Local 101, representing the public works
department employees, entered into a three year collective bargaining agreement which expires on
December 31, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the contract, which included no wage increase for 2014, contained wage re-opener
provisions for the 2015 and 2016 calendar years; and

WHEREAS, the parties met recently and agreed upon an hourly wage increase of 2.0% for each
classification for all members of DPSU, Local 101, for the 2016 calendar year; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager recommends approval of the negotiated wage increase covering the
public works department employees for the 2016 calendar year; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OAKWOOD,
MONTGOMERY COUNTY, OHIO, THAT:

SECTION 1.

The City Manager is hereby authorized to increase the hourly wage rates by 2.0% for each
classification for the 2016 calendar year. The wage increase for all DPSU, Local 101 employees
shall be effective with the pay period beginning December 28, 2015.

SECTION II.
The current collective bargaining agreement between the city and DPSU, Local 101, shall remain
in full force and effect with its expiration date of December 31, 2016, except as modified herein.

SECTON III.

That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and
relating to the passage of this resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this Council and that
all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action
were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements including §121.22,
Ohio Revised Code.
