
MINUTES 
OAKWOOD CITY COUNCIL WORK SESSION 

MARCH 23, 2009 
 
The council of the city of Oakwood, Ohio, met in a work session on Monday, March 23, 2009 at the 
Long Romspert Homestead, 1947 Far Hills Avenue.  The Mayor of the city, Judy Cook, presided.  
Council members in attendance were Mayor Judy Cook, Steve Byington, William Duncan and 
Stanley Castleman; Vice Mayor Carlo McGinnis was absent; Staff in attendance were City Manager 
Norbert Klopsch and City Attorney Dalma Grandjean.   
 
Also attending were the following:  Kelli Wynn, Dayton Daily News reporter; Mr. Aart den Hoed 410 
Ridgewood; Mrs. Leigh Ann Fulford, 219 Orchard and her son Perry Fulford, and Theresa Prosser, 
President of the Oakwood Historical Society.   
 
Mayor Cook called the council work session to order at 5 p.m. and asked Theresa Prosser if she 
would take council on a tour of the Long-Romspert Homestead.  Ms. Prosser proceeded to show all 
the improvements to the Home made over the past few years.  The Home is now fully restored. 
Following the tour, Mayor Cook thanked Ms. Prosser and the Historical Society for their excellent 
work and then led a discussion on the following agenda items. 
 
• COUNCIL COMMITTEES 

o PUBLIC PROPERTIES, MR. CASTLEMAN 
• Bikeway Enhancements.  Mr. Klopsch reviewed a drawing that 

depicted several options for building a bikeway that would connect 
Oakwood to the regional bikeway running along the Great Miami 
River.  The city is in discussions with local stakeholders to 
development the best plan.  Discussions will include NCR given the 
possibility of constructing a path adjacent to the access road around the 
NCR World headquarters facility.   

• Athletic/Rec Master Plan.  Mr. Klopsch reported that staff will 
distribute the Request for Proposals later this week – this to select a 
consultant for the project.  He will also distribute to council on Friday 
an updated list of possible candidates for the Athletic and Recreation 
Master Planning Committee.  Council should select the members 
within the next few weeks so they are ready to meet once the consultant 
is selected. 

o SAFETY & TRAFFIC, MR. BYINGTON 
• Dispatch Issue.  Mr. Klopsch explained efforts underway through the 

Greater Dayton Mayors & Managers Association to object to 
provisions of Senate Bill 129 that are viewed unfavorably by cities and 
villages.  Mayor Cook is serving on an ad hoc committee of Mayors & 
Managers to address this issue.  The negative consequences of SB 129 
include:  1) infringement on local government home rule authority; 2) 
passage of the bill with disregard for constituent involvement; 3) 
prohibition against distributing funds to four of the dispatch centers in 
Montgomery County in need of dollars; and 4) unintended negative 
impact on the cooperative spirit between local governments and 
Montgomery County.   



 
o STREETS & ALLEYS, MR. BYINGTON 

• Schenck/Ridgewood Alley Vacation.  Mr. Klopsch explained that staff 
is now recommending that council vote no on the ordinance introduced 
at the March 2 council meeting to rescind the Schenck/Ridgewood 
alley vacation originally approved by Ordinance 4608.  Mr. Klopsch 
explained that the original ordinance was prepared appropriately.  As it 
stands, the alley vacation can only be completed if the adjoining 
property owners transfer ownership rights of their respective portions 
of the vacated alley to Mr. den Hoed.  Mr. Klopsch believes that staff 
can work with Mr. den Hoed and his neighbors to reach agreement on 
the conditions under which those neighbors will relinquish their 
property rights.  Mr. den Hoed then expressed dissatisfaction with the 
vacation process and frustration that his neighbors are now not 
supporting his project.  Mr. Klopsch explained that this council work 
session was not a forum for Mr. den Hoed to express his views about 
the project.  Mr. den Hoed then departed the meeting.   

 
• REGIONAL AGENCIES 

o SOUTH SUBURBS YOUTH DRUG & ALCOHOL TASK FORCE, MR. DUNCAN.  
Mr.  Duncan stated that he would like to provide a status report on work efforts of the 
Drug & Alcohol Task Force at the April 6 council meeting.  He also requested that 
Chief Alex Bebris discuss the public safety department’s role in the Task Force during 
the Chief’s next briefing to city council.  (This briefing is also to take place on April 
6.) 

 
• MISCELLANEOUS 

o Stimulus Money Projects.  Mr. Klopsch confirmed that council received a long list of 
possible projects for the city to submit for federal stimulus money.  He explained that 
the list represents a wide open brainstorming effort and that he will now work with 
department heads to review each potential project and make a recommendation to city 
council.  Mr. Byington suggested that several of the projects be removed.  Mr. 
Klopsch acknowledged and will include a pared down list with next Friday’s 
newsletter packet.  Mr. Duncan commented that the final list should include projects 
which council fully supports and would be comfortable reading about on the front 
page of the local newspaper.   

o Judge Salary Ordinance.  Mr. Klopsch explained that he will have an ordinance for 
council’s consideration on April 6 to adjust Municipal Court Judge Bob Deddens’ 
salary.  This adjustment comes in response to action underway at the state and county 
to adjust municipal court judge salaries.  Ms. Grandjean explained that the state’s final 
action has not yet been completed but the county is already moving forward with an 
adjustment. 

o 2009 Street Projects.  Mr. Klopsch mentioned that bids will be opened tomorrow on 
the 2009 asphalt mill and overlay and micro-surfacing projects.  He will include in 
Friday’s newsletter packet information about the bid and a list of the streets included 
for the 2009 work.  That list will also include preliminary recommendation on 
roadway projects for 2010-2012.   



o Pointe Oakwood Development.  Mr. Klopsch explained that the developer and several 
of his project team members will attend the April 6 council meeting to provide a 
general project update and to present to council information on specific building 
materials.  Following the work session today, Mr. Klopsch will take council on a tour 
of the project site and will explain work completed over the past six months and will 
show the locations for construction of the first two housing units. 

o Annual Report.  Mr. Klopsch stated that a draft of the 2008 Annual Report will be 
included in Friday’s newsletter packet.  This for council’s review prior to printing.  
The report will be distributed through the Oakwood Register in the next few weeks.   

o MLK Fund.  Mr. Klopsch mentioned that the joint Kettering/Oakwood MLK 
Committee has recommended contributing $2,000 to the city of Kettering 2009 Camp 
Funtastic program and a $500 contribution towards the city of Kettering 2009 Good-
To-Go Backpack Food program.  Oakwood serves as steward of the joint 
Kettering/Oakwood MLK Fund.   

o April 6 Council Meeting.  In addition to the Pointe Oakwood project team, Mr. 
Klopsch expects to have the co-chairs of the 2009 Dayton Philharmonic Show House 
and Gardens provide a report on the upcoming event off Runnymede Lane, and may 
have representatives of the Sister City Association provide an update on their recent 
efforts to revive the organization.  Additionally, Mr. Klopsch will ask representatives 
from the Oakwood Rotary Club to brief council on their plans for the April 18 
Community Garage Sale fundraiser – the event to be held at the Foell Public Works 
Center.   

 
There being no other business, Mayor Cook ended the work session at 7:05 p.m. and asked that 
council travel to the Sugar Camp/Pointe Oakwood development for a site visit.  Council reconvened 
at the project site at which time Mr. Klopsch provided a tour of the project.  The tour concluded at 
7:46 p.m. at which time Mayor Cook adjourned the work session.
